CHECK YOUR PASSPORT/ID 

We strongly recommend all guests travel with a valid passport with at least six (6) 
months validity during their cruise. U.S. citizens may travel with both a government-
issued birth certificate and government-issued picture ID card, such as a driver’s 
license. However, this can present challenges if you need to depart the cruise for 
emergency reasons in a foreign port.

CONFIRM TRAVEL ARRANGEMENTS 

Unless you reside near the Los Angeles area, we recommend guests arrive at least 
one day prior to embarkation to ensure a smooth process. If you do arrive on the day 
of embarkation, please note all guests must be onboard no later than 3 PM PT. Upon 
our return on March 3, 2023, disembarkation usually begins around 8 AM PT. Due to 
the time it takes to clear customs and border patrol, and navigate local traffic, we do 
not recommend booking a return flight any earlier than 12 PM PT.

Entertainment Cruise Productions offers you the Travel Guard Preferred Travel 
Insurance plan through our partnership with Travel Guard. We strongly recommend 
guests purchase a policy to protect their investment. Insurance can be purchased up 
to 48 hours prior to embarkation.

SHOW SEATING PROCEDURES 

Seating for Main Shows in the Royal Theater is first-come, first-served, 
and are split based upon BLUE/RED SeaPass Card(s). 

On Embarkation Day, you will receive either a BLUE SeaPass Card(s) or a RED 
SeaPass Card(s). This card has several uses (room key, charge card for onboard 
purchases, identification card for embark and disembark) and serves to confirm 
which of the nightly Main Shows you will attend. Guests with BLUE Cards attend the 
1st Main Show and Guests with RED Cards attend the 2nd Main Show. 
 
Each night, you will receive a Daily Program delivered to your cabin, which will 
highlight the next day’s activities, and provide more information about shows that 
are split between BLUE and RED. 

 S.A.F.E. SEATING PROGRAM 

The S.A.F.E. (Seating Assistance for Entry) program is an onboard accessibility 
program designed to allow safe and convenient access (for a guest and one 
companion) to the Royal Theater for each evening’s Main Show. Designated S.A.F.E. 
areas will be clearly marked and reserved for those who require assistance and 
submit the requested information. The S.A.F.E. section is typically located near the 
rear of the Royal Theater. All S.A.F.E. requests must be submitted no later than 45 
days prior to the sailing. Guests who do not complete the required S.A.F.E form may 
face delays onboard.
